He suggested replacing
your old ones with an aluminum one. You will need a 1 %5” wrench to change it. Wayne Arnholt said we have a DVD on

If oil builds up it will come out the shaft. Keep vent hole clean. The vent hole can be found in the gear shift tower. Al-
so, Ed spoke about steering getting difficult. If this is the case you should replace your single or double arms on the tie
rod. Don’t scrap the old ones because you have to send them in for rebuilt ones.

WHEEL BUDDY

Lifting and aligning your wheel with the wheel studs can often difficult, especially as we get older! Simply
thread the 2 wheel buddy alignment pins over 2 wheel studs, align the wheel with the pins and slide into po-
sition! Ends of pins are slotted for a large screwdriver. Fits 1926-27 Model T's with wire wheels 1928-31
Model A's, as well as Early V-8's.
